Franklin Delano Roosevelt
FDR

Born: 1882 (after the Civil War)

Died: 1945 (when WWII ended)

EARLY LIFE
-FDR was born in NY to a wealthy family. He was an only child.
-FDR went to a boarding school and he lived there.

-He learned how to help others at his boarding school.
-Theodore Roosevelt was FDR’s cousin and he became president in 1901.
-He went to law school and married Eleanor Roosevelt. She also wanted to help people.
MIDDLE LIFE
-In 1910, he ran for Senate and won! 

-In 1921, he got a serious disease called Polio. He went to Warm Springs, GA to receive treatment. He used crutches, help from others, and a wheelchair to get around.
-In 1928, he became governor of NY. He was gov. when the Great Depression began (1929.)
-The Great Depression was a time of scarcity in the U.S. People who lived during this time are still affected today. (EX- saving things, reusing things.)
PRESIDENCY
-He ran for president in 1932 and won. He promised jobs.

-He had fireside chats on the radio and encouraged Americans.
-He started the “New Deal”, which helped people get jobs. (EX- TVA or the Tennessee Valley Authority.)

-Another New Deal program was the Works Progress Administration (WPA): they built things like roads and parks.
-He was reelected in 1936 for a second term as president.
-Great Britain and France went to war against Germany and Italy in 1939.
-FDR was reelected for a third term in 1940.
-On December 7, 1941, Japan attacked Pearl Harbor. The U.S. joined World War II.
-The war changed the way people lived. There was a scarcity of many things like meat and gas. People grew their own food and sent the food to soldiers.
-1944: FDR won a fourth term as president. 

-Just before the war ended in Europe, FDR passed away at the age of 63 in 1945. Harry Truman became president. The U.S. and allies won the war!
